Looking for a different prayer discipline for the summer? Try the Psalms. Recently | read a
small book, Psalms, by Dietrich Bonhoeffer. The Psalms were a central part of Bonhoeffer’s
prayer life. He describes them as a “Priceless Treasure” for the Church and believed they
should be included in every worship service. Bonhoeffer recommended each Christian pray the
Psalms daily, once every morning and once every evening. In the ancient church it was not
unusual to memorize the Psalms. David prayed the Psalms. Christ prayed the psalms. We
pray the psalms. In praying the Psalms we participate in the prayer life of Christ and His
community and are drawn closer to God.
